NOTE: Script is not used often. Instead, most Helian is either done in Latin letters or in Sane ideograms. Each ideogram represents either a) a sound, b) a word, c) an idea or d) a scene. These ideograms are divided into Kamah and Shamal ideograms. Kamah ideograms are the ones that are standardized and can therefore be simpler. An example of Kamah ideograms can be found here. Shamal ideograms are created by the user and therefore must be more complicated, enough so that they can be understood by readers. The Latin script is more common in Gothaean.
Gothaean Grammar 
Gothaean is an isolating language. This means that words have no affixes or plural modifications. Instead, an additional word (or words) is added to change it. For example, “trees” becomes “several tree”. Also, “three trees” becomes “three several tree”. It is also a analytic language. In other words, no word by itself has an inflection. Gothaean is a Group A Sapir language. To sum it up, Gothaean is and isolating agglutinating analytic language. Plural modifications are either a) represented by the word Ŧeh before the noun (indicates a non-exact number) or b) represented by a number and the word Ŧeh before the noun (indicates an exact number).

As nouns do not have inflection themselves, words must be added before. Therefore, the English sentence “I will plant three trees” becomes “I FUTURE PLANT THREE SEVERAL TREE,” with “plant” being in verb form. In Gothaean the sentence is “E döb ĥebret tru ŧeh trumei”.

In Gothaean, every word is a noun or verb, and to show it as an adjective (added before the word, of course) you must put a macron or other symbol over the last letter. Thus “Water,” or “Akra,” becomes “Watery,” which would be “Akrā”.

Gothaean does not have specific masculine or feminine articles (a, the) but you must put the word “male” or “female” before the article to specify which one it is. For an “it”, or an object that has no gender, use the word for “neuter”. If a group is being specified, also use this article.
